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MARSTON MARSHES – IMPROVED ACCESS


This long wet Winter season has shown just how inaccessible the marshes are to anyone with walking problems. This is why your committee has applied for a grant from the Big Lottery Fund to create a path of about 1000 meters long connecting the two access points on Marston Lane, going down to the river, along the river bank and back to Marston Lane. The path would be suitable for wheel chairs and prams/buggies so would effectively be open to everyone every day of the year.


This is a two stage application process and the first stage has now been passed and progress is being made towards the second stage application. If all goes to plan the pathway could be laid this year in the late Summer. Any comments on the project would be very welcome.


The work is being done in co-operation with the Norwich Fringe Project.
